Course Description

Designed for students who have successfully completed Spanish I, EL960 offers high school
students interactive lesson plans that encourage open communication to enable students to utilize
the Spanish they have acquired. High-frequency, thematic, and contextualized vocabulary lessons
aid in fluency and retention, and practice helps students achieve mastery of the concepts. Real-life
conversation activities are presented throughout this two-semester course, alongside cultural
readings in both text and audio format so that students are exposed to the Hispanic culture from
around the world.

e |dentify differences amongst Spanish-speaking cultures
